1-These codes are used with WordPress.com blogs. They might not work with other formats. 

2- The basic rule of HTML is that any code you open, you need to close. You close a bit of code with </_>. 

<p style="text-align: justify;">  </p>

3- This bit of code tells the system to arrange the right side of your text in a flat line. You add <p style="text-align: justify;">  at the start of the text, before you add the font code. </p> is added at the end of the feature text, after you close the font code. 

</span></span> <span style="font-size: medium;"><span style="color: #008000 ;">

4-This bit of code is used to enable medium sized text,  and to enable a color other than  black. If you do not use this code, the text will default to small black. </span></span> closes the code for the previous section of text. The color code is used when you want to change colors. 

5- #008000 is dark green. It is 128 on the HTML scale. 

6- At the start of the text, you will use this  code:

<p style="text-align: justify;"> <span style="font-size: medium;"><span style="color: #008000 ;"> You will NOT use </span></span>, as there are not any font codes to close. 

7- At the end of the text, you will use this code: </span></span> </p>. This will close the codes in use. 

8- Do not have an empty line in your text. If you skip a line, the machine will default to using small black text. This can be a huge problem. 

[youtube=XX ] <strike> </strike>         <b> </b>

9- [youtube=XX] This is the embed code for youtube videos. Substitute the url of the video for XX. There should not be a space between the = and the url. 

10- To have a line going through text, use the strike code. <strike>text</strike> 

11-  <b>text</b> will enable bold letters. You can also enter the text in the window, highlight it, and click ctrl + B. 

#c00000, #ff6600, #ffc000, #00a000, #0000a0, #a000a0

12- These are the color codes for the rainbow font. #c00000 (red), #ff6600 (orange), #ffc000 (yellow), #00a000 (green), #0000a0 (blue), #a000a0 (purple)

13- HTML color codes work on a 256 point scale, with 0 the darkest and 255 the lightest.   

For red, green, blue, and purple, you can make the color lighter or darker by changing the letter in the code. 

255-ff  / 224-e  / 192- c / 160- a  /128- 8 / 096- 6 / 064- 4

At chamblee54, a common scheme is alternating paragraphs with dark green (#008000) and light green (#00c000). Blue (#0000a0) is used for quotes.

14- This bit of code allows you to place links into your text. These links will open as another tab, and leave the current tab open. To use these, insert the url in place of zzz, and insert the link text in place of xxx. Here is an example, used to give credit for pictures from the Library of Congress collection.
